The growth will be driven by

demand for AI-powered PCs and
expansionofretail footprinttoTier-
IIIand-IVcities.
“Inthelasttwoyears,ourmarket

share has grown in leaps and
bounds by acquiring the share of
other brands. We are quite opti-
mistic that sooner we should be in
the position of number twowithin
the next two to three quarters. We
are around 15 per cent now, and
would like to be between 18-20 per

centtobenumbertwo,”SudhirGoel
(pictured), chief business officer,
Acer India, toldBusinessStandard.
Of the 14-15 million PC market

annually, HP leads with around 30
per cent share, followedbyLenovo
with 19.9 per cent, and Acer with
15.35 per cent at this point.
The company said that the
othertwoplayersinthetop
five are Dell with 10.4 per
cent, andAsuswith 8 per
cent. The PC market in
India includes around 4
milliondesktops,4million
notebooks, and6mil-
lion laptops.

Mergers andacquisitions are emerging as thenext
bigplay forbusiness-to-business (B2B)fintechs, as
they look to opennew revenue streams and gain a
foothold in the retailmarket.
B2B fintechs are increasingly turning to

the consumer side of the paymentsmarket, using
third-party UPI applications (TPAPs) as their
entrypoints.
The move is driven by consumer

acquisitioncost.Unlikemarketleaders
and challenger apps, which spend
heavily on customer acquisition and
build scale, B2B fintech players are
lookingtorepurposetheirexistingbase
for theirTPAParms.
Consider Zaggle, which lastmonth

acquired Rio.Money for ~22 crore. In
June, UPI app POP raised $30million
from Razorpay. Meanwhile, Infibeam Avenues,
which operates payment aggregator CCAvenue,
secured NPCI approval to launch Rediff’s TPAP
under thebrandnameRediff Pay.
Zaggle,aspendmanagementplatform,plansto

tap its base of over three million corporate cus-
tomersthroughanewretailprogrammebuiltonits
latest acquisition. It has issuedmore than 50mil-
lionprepaidcards.
“We sit with a very large base of consumers

which we so far haven't really monetised. Today,
myengagementwith the employees of a company
is sporadic because they don’t have a reason to

come to my platform unless it is related to reim-
bursements, company expenses, or allowances,”
said Avinash Godkhindi, managing director and
chief executiveofficer (CEO),Zaggle.
Godkhindiexplainedthatthecompany’sability

to engage with all its registered customer base
increases multi-fold when an offering like retail
cards is extended to them. “The biggest issue in a
retail programme is the cost of acquisition (CAC).
We are able to drive the CAC down because we
alreadyhaveacquired theseusers,”headded.

Rio.Money has more than three lakh
downloads. It had issued around 10,000
creditcardsatthetimeofacquisition.The
strategy is akin to a verticalisation play,
concentrating on specific business seg-
ments rather than the traditional fintech
approachofhorizontal expansion.
